Good news:

· Federal dollars are flowing into the state. As state general fund dollars have been reduced, MDE will have greater accountability for these federal dollars. Read more below about Title I funds. The K-12 education sector is not being hit the way other sectors are during this economic downturn, e.g. the cultural sector that is already laying off staff - often education staff.

· In general, there has been a movement in the Curriculum and Literacy Unit’s work from content to instruction based on evidence, however, this doesn’t mean we ignore content (see Second Look below).

· MDE has developed a series of videotaped lessons of effective instruction – music and visual arts high school lessons that align to Newmann’s 4 strategies of effective instruction, 2 of the first 8 lessons to go up are in the arts (Catherine Depentu, HS Orchestra, and Sherrie Davis, HS Art lessons are among these).

· K-12 education is also paying greater attention to other evidence-based instructional models, e.g. differentiated instruction, habits of mind, visual thinking strategies. (More below under Title I Accountability Grant.

3. Arts Assessment – Michigan Assessment Consortium has a focus on balanced assessment of and for learning. 6 districts of 48 identified by MDE as having an arts coordinator/lead, responded to a call for interest in general arts assessment. The result is an initial focus on 4 areas of work/interest. We are now asking for other districts interested in any of the areas (or others not already identified) to contact Ana Cardsona (cardonaa@michigan.gov) or Ed Roeber at (Roeber@msu.edu). The current areas of focus are:

1. Create/refine a mechanism, perhaps a rubric, for local districts to use

to determine which high school courses count for the Visual,

Performing, and Applied Arts credit.

2. Define what a student needs to do at the high school level in order to

earn the credit. This should go beyond the content expectations to

descriptions of the competencies that students should demonstrate and

the mechanisms they should use to do so.

3. Develop grade level content expectations for the dance, music, theater

and visual arts at the elementary and middle school levels.

4. Define the middle school arts experiences that will help prepare

students to earn the credit in high school and not forget what they have

learned in elementary school. If you or your district is interested
4. Shift from state funding to federal titles -  Title I…and implications for arts education

a. Former USDOE Secretary Rod Paige’s letter still sets policy for the inclusion of the arts in ESEA programs that reference core curriculum. Letter is available at: www.michigan.gov/artsed with the following introduction:

“Noting that the arts are a core subject under the No Child Left Behind Act, U.S. Secretary of Education Rod Paige issued guidance in August 2004 on the law's funding and flexibility that can be used to improve art education and teacher quality, particularly as a means to improve the educational achievement of economically disadvantaged students through the arts.”
b. Title I Accountability Grant for which MDE/MAISA are Principal Investigators - focuses on 50 schools in years 1 & 2 of not having meeting AYP for academic reasons. As part of this work, criteria for selection of evidence-based interventions are being developed. It is important for all educators to understand what is meant by this term, since given limited time and resources, we must focus our efforts strategically to ensure all students reach high levels of academic achievement. In general, evidence-based interventions fall into 3 categories:

c. evidence-based interventions:

· it is included on federal lists or registries of EBI’s (e.g. Doing What Works website)

· it is reported with positive effects through peer-reviewed processes

· document effectiveness is based on:

i. solid theory or theoretical perspectives that have been validated by research;

ii. intervention is supported by a documented body of knowledge, converging empirical evidence of effectiveness; 

iii. intervention is judged by a consensus of informed experts to be effective based on a

   combination of theory, research, and experience.

A good resource for understanding this approach is: Using Research and Reason in Education: How teachers can use scientifically based research to make curricular decisions, Paula J. Stanovich and Keith E. Stanovich, University of Toronto.
