The 49th Annual  Convention of the National Art Education Association was held in Minneapolis, MN, from April 16th-21st.  Over 3,000art educators from across the US, Canada, and other International locations met at the largest professional development conference for visual art educators.  This year’s conference theme was “Visual Arts Education:  A Landscape for the 21st Century Learning”.  

Friday, Delegates from all states and many special interest groups met to follow up on the work we did last year in New Orleans.  Our task last year was to develop ideas regarding concerns related to art education and the NAEA.  We identified and prioritized issues related to the topics:  students, art educators, relationships, curriculum, instruction, and assessment.  Since last year, the regional Vice Presidents worked with our lists, Regional delegates met to further discuss the issues.  This session, we were to review the progress of the “belief statements” or “platform statements” that were being presented, and vote to approve that the Executive Board move forward with forming statements on the first three items.  

There was a consensus that it was important for the association to move forward with forming platform statements on these topics, and there was a sense gratitude for all of the hard work done by the Regional VP’s.  

Friday night was the Crayola Creative Studio and Artisans Gallery featuring hand-made works of art created by NAEA members.  Saturday’s sessions began at 8 AM, and the first general session began at 8:30.  President Bonnie Rushlow welcomed the attendees with her address and recapped the past year for NAEA. Following the meeting, the Michigan Gathering took place at the original “Buca de Beppo” family style Italian dining.
