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Michigan High School Art Programs invited to host free exhibit of photographs by Michigan State University students from across the world in 2011-12.  

MSU enrolls over 6,000 students each year in over 200 Study Abroad programs on all continents each year.  This year 100 students will enroll in the university’s first online photography class.  Each student will create pictures in response to the same assignments as their classmates, but they will draw their inspirations from vastly different cultural, geographic, and personal perspectives as they create their images across the world.  

Two sets of 25 matted photographs will be assembled from the best images at the end of the class, and placed in transport cases to be made available to Michigan High Schools for one-month displays during 2011-12.  The exhibits will be accompanied by posters describing the online photography class in the context of MSU Study Abroad, along with comments by each of the exhibiting students about their works.  

The cost to each high school for one-month display of one of the exhibits will be only the UPS shipping charges for sending the exhibit on to the next location (approximately $25).  “Our goal is to share the exciting creativity of MSU students’ photography with a broad audience throughout the State of Michigan, in the land-grant tradition of extending knowledge that is a hallmark of MSU,” said Prof. Glendinning.  “We hope to inspire high school students to see themselves as potential explorers of the world themselves, and to inspire them to make creative photographs too, by adding this exhibit experience to their high school environment.”
